The Narthex Stained Glass Windows

This morning two new windows in the Narthex of our Church will be dedicated. The generous donor is a faithful and devoted member of Kingsway-Lambton, Miss Mary MacFarlane. In consultation with the chairman of the Chancel and Window Committee, Mr. N. L. Irwin, the Yvonne Williams Studio was selected to prepare draft drawings and was charged with the preparation of the windows.
The windows portray two very important post-resurrection events - our Lord's Ascension and His return to the world in the Third Person of the Trinity. The window to the east (The Ascension) is traditional in concept; the window to the west (The descent of the Holy Spirit) has significant symbolism. The Holy Spirit is symbolized as the hovering dove; the swirling lines are symbolic of the mighty rushing wind that accompanied the descent. These symbolic lines are shown coming down in a circular motion encompassing humanity and finally revealing His true Presence in tongues of fire upon their heads.
In donating the windows to the Glory of God, Miss MacFarlane is expressing a deep conviction regarding both of these post-resurrection events. The ministers, officers of the Church and members of the congregation are deeply grateful.

The Act of Dedication

The Minister: In the faith of Jesus Christ we dedicate these windows to the Glory of God, to the Act of Worship and with an abiding measure of constant thankfulness for the action of God in the lives of His servants.
The Prayer of Dedication: Almighty God, Who art true light of faithful souls, and the perfect brightness of Thy saints, and Who fillest heaven and earth with Thy divine majesty, but who dost accept the offering of Thy children; graciously receive at our hands these windows which we dedicate unto Thee, to the beautifying of Thy Sanctuary, to the blessing and edifying of this Thy people, and to the Glory of Thy Great Name, through Jesus Christ our Lord.
