DEDICATION OF THE TOWER WINDOW
Sunday, January 11, 1948


On behalf of you all, members and friends of this congregation, I express at this time our heart-felt thanks and appreciation to Mr. and Mrs. F.M. Ellis for their graciousness and generosity in the gift of the new stained-glass window that now adorns the tower of our Church.  This beautiful window is the creation of Miss Yvonne Williams, the artist and craftsman responsible for the other windows in our Church, and its beauty and loveliness of colour and design is obvious for all to behold.


The window depicts the Crucifixion, the Resurrection, the Ascension, and the Christ in Heavenly Glory, thus concentrating our attention upon Christ as the Conquer of Life and Death, our Heavenly King. And we beseech thee now to grant that the light which shines through it may be, not only the light of each new succeeding day, but the light of thy love, so that we who worship here may know and understand Him who is our Lord and King, and go forth from this place to love and serve him.

Graciously be pleased to receive at our hands this window which we now dedicate unto Thee. May it adorn Thy house with its loveliness and our lives with its beauty. Through Jesus Christ our Lord,
