0n behalf of you all, members and friends of this congregation, I would at this time like to express our heartfelt thanks and appreciation to Mr. Robert d. Baker for his graciousness and generosity in the gift of the new stained-glass window which is now in its place on the west side of the nave. The window has been placed here by Mr. Baker in loving memory of his wife, Amy Winifred Baker, a beloved member of this congregation. The window is the creation of Miss Yvonne Williams, and her associate, Miss Ellen Simon.
