The Good Shepherd
The Good Shepherd is the name which Jesus applied to Himself. The Saviour was a man of the out-of-doors. He loved nature, the sea, the sky, the mountains and hills of his native land. Probably no man in all Palestine spent more time walking up and down the length and breadth of that little strip of country which we call the Holy Land than Jesus during the brief years of His life and ministry among men.
Christ is shown leading His sheep. He holds a lamb in His arm and a shepherd's crook in the other hand. At His side a mother sheep raises her head wistfully towards her little one nestling in the shepherd's arm. Throughout the group reigns a sentiment of Holy peace and tenderness.
The Christ figure is clothed in traditional ruby and white. The ruby denoting sacrifice and white signifying purity.

Margaret was loved by all of the family of her beloved church, Kingsway-Lambton United. This lover of Christ was born on December 1, 1918 and died on May 3, 1980. Married to Alvin D. W. Medlock, she brought to AI the qualities of a faithful wife so aptly described in Proverbs 31. As mother to Bill and Anne, she loved without thought of self with patience and understanding.
In 1944 Margaret became a member of the church she was to serve so faithfully, transferring from St. Clements (Anglican). She was motivated by her loyalty to her Lord to serve in many areas of the church's life—as a member of Group 10 W. M. S., and later president of Group 10. She taught in the Church School, was a leader to the Explorers, a nurse and counsellor at Ryde Lake Camp, a helper in the Christmas Pageant, "A Child Is Born". Always aware of the needy she was involved in Meals-on-Wheels and enjoyed good fun and laughter in the Hi-Neighbour Club.
Margaret's Christian influence permeated the community in innumerable ways, whether it was in her volunteer work as a caring nurse, or participating in inter-church basketball teams, tennis, badminton or lawn bowling. Margaret Anderson Medlock was a gracious, quiet Christian woman whose presence and influence is felt in our midst and who continually lives with her Lord and in our memories.
She is not here-she has risen!
