Dedication of a Memorial Window in Memory of
Ivan A. Dean and Carol Dean Witthum

Sunday, April 28th, 1985
The Garden of Gethsemane

The Garden of Gethsemane, which is located upon the Mount of Olives, was, in all probability, the private garden of some friend of the Master's, and a place where He frequently went to meditate and to pray. It was a lonely place, as it is today.

Earlier in the night, Jesus had left His disciples at the entrance to the garden. In this hour of His deepest suffering, there appeared an angel from heaven strengthening Him. Here in the garden, the sinless Christ begins the agonizing process of man's redemption from sin by bringing His will into complete harmony with that of the Heavenly Father.

The text reads:
"Lo, I am with you Always".

The inscription:
"To the Glory of God and in Loving Memory of Ivan Dean and
daughter Carol Dean Witthun. Given by the Family.
Memorial Window

It is fitting and appropriate that a memorial window be placed in Kingsway-Lambton in loving memory of Ivan Dean and daughter Carol.
The Dean family moved into the Kingsway in the early years of its development and immediately attached themselves to Kingsway-Lambton United Church. Ivan, although a busy executive, was primarily a family man, a beloved husband and father.

Carol received her elementary education in the Kingsway and was a member of the Church School. Later she became a student at Bishop Strachan School. Her marriage to Craig Witthun took place in Kingsway-Lambton with Dr. W. C. Lockhart officiating.
