Kingsway-Lambton’s community Outreach efforts support seven local agencies*, all of which
do amazing work in our community. Your donations make this happen.

Let’s shine the spotlight on the Out of the Cold Program that feeds 100 people every winter
Friday night right here in our neighbourhood. This program began almost 40 years ago,
intended to be a temporary winter stopgap for shelter and hunger. Over 30 Kingsway-
Lambton volunteers work to host two Friday dinners over the winter. Your donations pay for
these meals at a cost of $5.72/meal. But that’s not all! The Out of the Cold program
operates with a team of 10+ regular volunteers who are at All Saints EVERY Friday night, after
their day jobs, running the show. They ensure wellness and safety; they guide the serving;
they organize dental services, haircuts, an art station, instrumentalists, and a table of warm
clothing. Your donations also support this part of the program.
